stamps and 1 short brown envelope with name and profession; and to pay the Initial
Registration Fee of P600 and Annual Registration Fee of P450 for 2011-2014. Successful
examinees should personally register and sign in the Roster of Registered
Professionals.

The oathtaking ceremony of the successful examinees in the said examination as
well as the previous ones who have not taken their Oath of Professional will be held before
the Board on Monday, August 29, 2011 at 1:00 o’clock in the afternoon at the Manila Hotel,
One Rizal Park, Roxas Blvd., Manila.
